SMITHTOWN MAGICIAN FEATURED ON MAGAZINE COVER
Smithtown magician Terry Parrett hasn’t been as visible locally lately, but his face is becoming a lot more familiar to those in the entertainment industry. The July issue of “The Funny Paper”, a trade publication aimed at variety performers, features a smiling, strait-jacketed Mr. Parrett on the cover. The accompanying article details how Terry keeps his magic business running while logging nearly 40,000 miles every year on the road.

Terry has been writing for the magazine since 2001, when he encountered “Funny Paper” publisher Chris Van Krieken at a magicians’ convention in Tennessee where Terry was a featured speaker. Ms. Van Krieken was familiar with Terry through his columns in other entertainment trade publications, and she convinced him he should be writing for her year-old magazine. Since then, his column “The Road Warrior”, has become one of the most popular in the magazine, taking readers behind the scenes on the business of running a magic road act. Although Terry has been writing for magazines for nearly 10 years, this is the first time he has been featured on a cover. As a surprise, Terry’s wife Jennifer contacted publisher Van Krieken, and presented him with a pre-publication framed copy of the magazine for his birthday on July 7. 

“The Funny Paper” is published in Toronto, Canada, and Terry’s popularity in the magazine has led to him being invited to Toronto this  November to present a 1 day seminar to approximately 100 Canadian magicians. Terry’s face may be familiar to some Smithtown residents. He has performed in many local schools and libraries, and for several years, appeared 4 nights weekly at the Okey Dokey Restaurant on Route 111. His current performing schedule is moving more toward trade show and corporate work, although he intends to continue working the family market as well.  
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
